ABSTRACT

This study aimed to contribute to highlight the positive aspects of educational efforts in
Qur'an episodes in Conakry Guinea's capital.

In order to clarify the obstacles and problems which impede the education effort
in this episodes, and find solutions to the obstacles and challenges facing every
educational tutorial on Qur'an episodes in this city .

And to achieve this goal, researcher follow the procedural approach, and adopted
the corresponding tool and recording some observations to gather the necessary
information.

The corresponding tool applied to a sample of some of the teachers in these
episodes and some Arabic language professors and some preachers in total 10
people, and some observations on the three Qur'an episodes.

2 - Activities and educational programs specializing in Koranic episodes expel
boredom and despair of students.

3 - Difficult financing of Qur'an episodes is 50 per cent.

4 - Incubators Qur'an education is a wonderful force in education and output
generation of Qur'an memorise students.

5 - Art directors and supervising workshops on Qur'an episodes is inseparable
from the educational process in the workshops.

6 - Financial investment and building endowments for Qur'an episodes
eliminate the difficulty of funding by 50 per cent.
