     This study sheds light on the implicit meaning of the Holy Quran. Such studies must be objective and be away from guessing and speculation. Because of that , the researcher endeavors to solve such problems by analyzing the Linguistic phenomenon of ellipsis in the Holy Quran , depending on two axes :
1- The previous studies which show the product of the scholars who are interested in such areas as Linguistics , syntax , explaining , the sciences of Quran …. etc.
2- Studying the opinions arrived at by those scholars and analyzing them according to Holy Quranic texts.
     The researcher classified his study into an introduction and three chapters besides the conclusions.

     The introduction describes and sheds light on the reasons behind this study.

     The first chapter is devoted to what is called "Ellipsis". Some scholars claim that the notion of Ellipsis is found in the Holy Quran when they said that if there are two similar texts found in the Holy Quran and there is something missing from on of the texts , so this is Ellipses in the Holy Quran.

     The research do not agree with this idea. The research assures that each text has its reason and purpose according to Allah and there is no Ellipses in the Holy Quran.

     The second chapter deals with what is called Sufficiency in the Holy Quran.

  
     Depending on what is mentioned in the first chapter about Ellipses,the researcher assists that this characteristic is found in the Holy Quran not because of Ellipses but because of sufficiency.

     The notion of Ellipse as sufficient sentences and not as contracted sentences.

     The third chapter treat what some scholars called inference which is a result of Ellipses. The researcher concluded that it is not possible to depend on inference because it adds something to the Holy Quran which is not true.

     The researcher criticizing those who said that some Quranic texts are changed and they suggest another text as the origin of the changed texts.

     The study ends with a conclusion containing some suggestions.
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
