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Abstract

This research is titled “The Scholars of Qutada Ben Do’ama
Assadossi and whether He Heard from them or not: A practical
Study”. The researcher studied the issue of whether Qutada
heard from his scholars who had narration in the Nine Books.
These books are the six famous books and Musnad Ahmad,
Adaremy and Mowatta’a Malek, whose number reached thirty
eight scholars.

This study has its great influence on the narrations in terms of its
trueness or weakness because the connection of Asanad or its
disconnection depends on the hearing of narrators from each
others.
